She wrote and directed her first short film THE LUNCHEON in 1985 and then began her foray into producing with the play TAKING OFF at The Odyssey Theater in Los Angeles. In 1989 she founded The Wilton Project with Charlie Stratton. As Artistic Directors of The Wilton Project, they garnered major critical recognition for their production and development of new plays and re-examination of the classics, including Neal Bell's THERESE RAQUIN, Jose Rivera's EACH DAY DIES WITH SLEEP and a new adaptation of THE DYBBUK. During her time at The Wilton Project, Leslie produced and directed several shows, wrote her play LOUDMOUTH, and directed her second short film, SIREN MOON. In 2008, she directed her first television movie, A VERY MERRY DAUGHTER OF THE BRIDE for Granada and Lifetime, followed up by the thriller, A NEIGHBOR’S SECRET.

As an actress, she has starred in over 35 features and several television series.
