WHAT I SEE WHEN I CLOSE MY EYES was directed by Leslie Hope, 

shot by Adam Kane and produced by Leslie Hope, Adam Kane and 

FRIENDS INTERNATIONAL.  Sebastien Marot, the founder of FRIENDS, serves as executive producer.  The movie was photographed using available light on a Sony HVR Z-1, HDV 1080i and sound was recorded using the camera’s own mic in addition to two wireless microphones.  The kids of FRIENDS shot all second unit footage using the organization’s own Sony DV Camcorder.  The children also assisted in sound recording and documented the making of the film by shooting stills with disposable 35mm cameras.

18 hours of footage was shot over six days in Phnom Penh, Cambodia.  The film was edited on Final Cut Pro and screening masters mixed in stereo are available on DVD NTSC and PAL, BetaSP and DigiBeta. WHAT I SEE WHEN I CLOSE MY EYES has a TRT of run of 29:32 will play the festival circuit and later be sold for international broadcast.  Originally conceived as a ‘portable’ fundraiser, either a full-length version of the film or a simple 5-minute promo will accompany selected art banners made by the street kids and travel from living-rooms to backyards to classrooms in an effort to raise awareness and funds in North America.

In the spring of 2008, the filmmakers will return to Phnom Penh to debut WHAT I SEE WHEN I CLOSE MY EYES for the children of FRIENDS.  

WHAT I SEE WHEN I CLOSE MY EYES continues to play all over the world on the festival circuit, garnering several awards, and in 2009, over 100 art banners created by the children will accompany the film to The American Visionary Art Museum in Baltimore as a part of their installation: “Life’s Liberties and the Pursuit of Happiness”.
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
